God decides to become 

human as part of a new 

covenant with all humans. 

Jesus is God incarnate (God 

in the flesh); he is God the 

Son. 

As part of the new covenant, 

Jesus defeats death through his 

crucifixion and resurrection. 

This is known as salvation.  
 

The human side of the 

new covenant is to 

work towards 

defeating the 

suffering. This is a way 

of bringing about the 

Kingdom of God on 

earth.
